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PROCEEDI NGS

(Prospective jury panel present.)

THE COURT: Be seated, please, everyone.

Good norning, counsel. And |adies and gentlenmen of
the jury panel, good nmorning to each of you. As you heard the
Mar shal announce just a nonment ago in opening court, ny name
is Terrell Hodges. | am obviously, one of the judges of the
Court, and it's ny pleasant duty this norning to wel cone all
of you as you nmke your initial appearance here in response to
the jury sunmons that required your attendance this norning.
And | speak not only for nyself but for all of the judges of
the Mddle District of Florida and our entire court fanily.

And | want you to know that we fully understand that
many of you might well prefer to be el sewhere tending to your
jobs or hones or families or other things that require your
attention on a daily basis.

On the other hand, if you haven't already done so, |
hope that you will pause for a nmonment to reflect upon the
extrene inportance of the service that you will render indeed
or are already rendering by your presence here as nenbers of
the jury panel.

The right to trial by jury is one of our nost
cherished constitutional rights in the United States so that
if you or I or anyone el se should becone involved in a civil

di sagreenment or dispute, or if we should be charged with the
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conmi ssion of a crimnal offense, we would have the absol ute
constitutional right in nbst such cases to have the natter
heard and decided by a jury of our fellow citizens sel ected
just as you have been at random fromthe voter registration
rolls of the various counties in this instance conprising the
Ocala Division of the Mddle District of Florida.

So ny point is that while you' re here, you will be
di schargi ng nothing | ess than a constitutional function
participating directly in the administration of justice
deci di ng cases or controversi es between your fellow citizens
or between your citizens and the United States.

So that entails not only an obligation or a
responsibility but also an opportunity, as | said, to
participate in the adninistration of justice, and | hope that
when you have viewed the matter in that way through the prism
of the Constitution, so to speak, that you will be able then
to put aside altogether any feeling of annoyance or
unhappi ness or displ easure that you night have felt when you
initially received your summons requiring your attendance here
t hi s norning.

And | ' m confident that, when you have done so,
you'll be able to view your opportunity and responsibility in
an appropriate frane of mnd and when you have finished your
work here, that you'll be able then to go away with the

satisfaction that always conmes with a job well done.
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And | pronise to you to do all that | can
consistently with ny own responsibility for the orderly
adm nistration of the Court's business to see that your jury
service is a positive experience in every way.

| do, however, ask for your patience and for your
understanding if there are tines when it may seemto you that
there are delays or that you' re being kept waiting, or the
l'i ke, because the adm nistration of a court's trial docket is
a very conpl ex undertaki ng because of the nunbers of people
involved in the trial of any case such that there are often
| ast-mi nute changes affecting one side or another or the
wi tnesses, or the like, such that there may occasionally, if
you're selected as a nenber of a jury to hear and decide a
case, be sone delays or interruptions, and I would ask for
your patient understanding if that should occur.

| do at |east hope to be able to explain to you in
those circunstances, should they occur, what is going on so
that you will understand that neither | nor counsel are
deliberately squandering or wasting your tine in any way.

On the contrary, | will do all that |I can, as | said
before, consistent with nmy own responsibilities, to see that
your tine is not wasted and that, indeed, it is utilized to
t he maxi mum extent possi bl e whenever you are here for service.

Now, as you can see fromthe presence of these

persons at counsel table inside the rail, we do have a case
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that has been scheduled for trial this norning that wll
require the inpanelnent of a jury to hear and decide the
nmatter, and we will be going forward in just a few nonents
with the jury selection procedure, so let nme explain to you
now what that procedure will be.

When | finish these remarks, |'mgoing to ask the
Marshal to draw at random from a box of nunbers that he has
over there initially 37 prospective jurors to cone forward as
a prospective jury in the case.

When he calls out a nunmber, | will nmake reference to
a list that | have here of your nanmes. | wll call the nane
that we have associated with that nunmber. And if your nane is
called, I will ask, please, that you step forward, cone
through the gate there in the center of the courtroom and
step up initially into the jury box over here to your right as
you're facing me here in the courtroomthis norning.

The first person who is called, please, should step

up into the first row of the jury box -- that's the mddle row
there as you're looking at it fromwhere you are -- taking the
seat at this end nearest nme and then filling the first row of

the jury box in order working fromthis end toward the m ddle
of the room

When that row of chairs is filled, we will then
begin filling the seats against the wall to your right

begi nni ng, once again, with the chair at this end nearest ne
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working toward the center of the room

When the jury box itself is filled in that fashion
we will then begin filling the chairs that you see placed here
in front of the jury box that have been put there for purposes
of the jury selection procedure.

W will fill first the chair at this end nearest ne
and then the remai ning chairs, again, working toward the

center of the room

Then you will notice we have four chairs over there
between the jury box and the pewthat's inside the rail. W
will fill those chairs next in sequence beginning with the

chair nearest the wall working toward the center of the room
and finally we will then utilize the pew which is occupied
there by sone nmenbers of the panel already, the one just
inside the rail, starting with the position against the wall
and working toward the center of the room

When t hose persons have been seated as nenbers of
the panel subject to what we call voir dire exam nation,
will give an explanation concerning what | understand this
case to be about, and I will then begin to ask those of you
who have been called forward a series of questions known, as |
said a nonent ago, as the Court's voir dire exam nation of the
jury, questions that are all designed to enable you in the
first instance and the Court and counsel secondarily to

determ ne whether, if selected as a juror in this case, you
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could serve in a conpletely fair, inpartial and objective
manner .

The questions will cover a broad range of subjects
such as, for exanple, whether or not you already know
somet hi ng about this proceeding fromsone prior source of
i nformati on, whether you're acquai nted, perhaps, with any of
the parties that will be participating in the trial, the
| awyers and the parties and others, whether you're acquainted
with any of the potential wtnesses whose nanmes will be read
to you, and whether or not you've had sonme experience on your
part or in your family life in the past that mnight conceivably
have sonme bearing upon the nature of this particular case and
woul d make it difficult for you to serve in a conpletely fair
and inpartial nanner.

On sone occasions it may seemto you that the
questions that | will ask are sonmewhat personal or intrusive
in manner, but | assure you I will never ask a question that
is intended to enmbarrass you in any way.

On the contrary, | will avoid doing so to the
nmaxi mum extent possible, but you will understand, | think
when you hear the question the necessity that they be asked in
the Court's effort to obtain a fair and inpartial jury in this
case.

At the end of the questioning process, a nunber of

you will be excused and will be asked to return to your seats
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in the courtroom If that should be your experience, | ask
that you not be of fended or enbarrassed in any way by that

ci rcunstance, because it will alnost certainly mean nothing
nore than the sinple fact that a sufficient nunber of others
are available to conplete the selection of the jury wi thout

necessity of your serving.

If you are selected as a nenber of the jury in this
or, indeed, in any other case tried in this court, then you
will be expected to be here each business day from9:00 in the
norning until 5:00 in the afternoon on a regular basis until
the case is conpl et ed.

There will be no long or overtime hours. |If it
shoul d becone necessary on a given day to work a few nonents
into the eveni ng beyond 5:00 for sonme reason as, for exanple,
to conplete the testinmony of a particular wtness, we night do
that. But certainly as a general rule or policy, we will not
be working long or overtine hours or any tinme over a weekend
or a holiday or anything of that kind. So if you've been
concerned about that possibility, you may put that concern
asi de.

Now, |et me then conclude these renmarks as | began
them by reassuring all of you that we do appreciate your
presence here. | hope that you will find your jury experience
to be a positive and perhaps even challenging or informative

experi ence.
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And if you do have any questions or encounter any
problens related to your jury service, | know that you will
find the clerk and the Marshal and the nmenbers of our court
famly nore than willing to answer your questions or to work
with you in any reasonable way in attenpting to solve any
probl emthat you mi ght encounter, although we hope that there
won't be any.

Now, the case that has been scheduled for trial this
norning is the case of the United States agai nst Wesley Trent
Sni pes, Eddi e Ray Kahn, and Douglas P. Rosile. This is Case
Nunmber 06-crimnal-22 on the Court's docket.

This is a crimnal proceeding as distinguished from
a civil case, as | shall explain nore fully in a few nonments.

Each of the three defendants -- M. Snipes,

M. Kahn, and M. Rosile -- have entered pleas of not guilty
with respect to any count of the Indictnent in which they
individually are charged, and the case is, therefore, called
this norning for the inpanelnent of a jury to hear and deci de
the matter.

M. ONeill, you' re here with your coll eagues there
for the United States?

MR. O NEILL: Yes, Your Honor. Good norning.

THE COURT: Good norning.

I"'maware that there are sone nmatters pendi ng that

will require the Court's attention before the jury may be
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i npanel ed. But are you otherwi se ready to proceed with jury
sel ection?

MR. O NEILL: Yes, Your Honor.

THE COURT: Al right. M. Bernhoft, good norning
to you.

MR, BERNHOFT: Good norning, Your Honor.

THE COURT: You are here with your colleagues, |
see, as well as M. Snipes, of course. And as | said to
M. ONeill, I"'maware that there are matters that need to be
taken up before the jury is inpaneled. But are you ready to
proceed now with jury sel ection?

MR BERNHOFT: Yes, sir.

THE COURT: Thank you.

M. Kahn, good norning to you.

DEFENDANT KAHN:  Good norni ng, Judge Hodges.

THE COURT: | make the sanme renmarks to you. Are you
ready now to go forward with jury sel ection.

DEFENDANT KAHN:  No, sir.

THE COURT: Wiy is that, M. Kahn?

DEFENDANT KAHN: Because |'mjust here to read a
statenent into the record, and that's all |I'm planning on
doi ng.

front of the courtroom because it's entirely likely that many
of you may yet be called as prospective jurors in this case,
and it may elininate the need for repetition later on if
you're fully famliar with all that is said and done fromthis
point on in this proceeding.

I will, however, for the tinme being be addressing
nysel f now exclusively to the 37 of you who have just cone
forward to take your seats as prospective jurors.

And give ne just a nonment to sort these papers,
pl ease.

(Pause.)

THE COURT: By the way, |et ne begin by saying,
| adi es and gentlenen, that ordinarily during the course of any
trial day with the jury | try to pause at mdnorning and again
at mdafternoon after a lunch break, of course, in order that
we might all go to the restroom or otherw se refresh
our sel ves.

And since we began rather late this nmorning, it
woul d be ny intention to continue with this proceeding until
the lunch hour, and then we'll stop for lunch and resume again
thi s afternoon.

But if any of you feel the need -- a desperate
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need -- for sonme break or recess before |unch, just raise your
hand, let nme know, and we will accomobdate you

Now, as you heard ne say before, the case to be
tried commencing this norning before a jury we will now sel ect
from anmong your nunber is the case of the United States
agai nst M. Wesley Trent Snipes, M. Eddie Ray Kahn and
M. Douglas P. Rosile, the defendants or the accused persons
inthis case since it is a crininal proceeding, as | said
before, as distinguished froma civil case or a civil
proceedi ng of any kind. And the case was started or initiated
by the return and filing of what is known as an Indictnment by
the grand jury of the court charging, in this instance,

M. Snipes, M. Kahn, and M. Rosile with several crimna
of fenses designated as counts in the Indictnent.

Each of the defendants has entered a plea of not
guilty with respect to any charge nmade agai nst himin the case
and it is, therefore, as | said before, called this norning
for trial by jury before a jury that we will now proceed to
sel ect from anong your nunber.

You shoul d understand, as | said, however, that this
is a crimnal case as distinguished froma civil proceeding
and, therefore, it is the burden or responsibility of the
United States to prove the charge, or charges, nmade in the
I ndi ct ment by evi dence whi ch excl udes any reasonabl e doubt

concerning the guilt of a defendant as distingui shed from

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proof by a preponderance of the evidence which applies in a
civil case, as | shall explain nore fully in a few nonments.

And when a defendant in a crimnal proceeding, such
as this one, does enter a plea of not guilty, as in this case,
then the defendants, and each of them are presumed or assuned
by the law to be not guilty of any crimninal offense and has no
burden or obligation or responsibility to undertake to prove
hi s i nnocence or produce any evidence at all.

The burden of proof or the burden of persuasion, as
we refer to it, upon the entry of a plea of not guilty by the
defendant |ies exclusively upon the United States.

And, furthernore, the Indictment itself, that is,
the accusation -- formal accusation which causes the trial to
be held, is not, in and of itself, evidence of guilt on the
part of the defendants or anyone else. I1t's nothing nore than
a formal charge which sets the framework for the trial upon
the entry, as in this case, of a plea of not guilty.

So with that understanding as to the role of the
Indictment in the case, let ne summari ze for you briefly what
the charge, or charges, are in the Indictnent so that you will
have a better understandi ng of what the case invol ves.

It is alleged or stated or charged, as we sonetines
use those terns interchangeably, in Count One of the
Indictrment, the first charge that is nmade agai nst each of the

three defendants, that fromin or about 1999 through the date

of the return of the Indictnment itself, which was in October
of 2006, in Lake and Orange Counties, in the Mddle District
of Florida and el sewhere, M. Wsley Trent Snipes, M. Eddie
Ray Kahn and M. Douglas P. Rosile, the defendants, did
knowi ngly and willfully conspire or agree with each other, and
with others, to defraud the United States by inpeding,

i mpai ring, obstructing, and defeating the | awful governnent
functions of the IRS, that is, the Internal Revenue Service,
an agency of the United States, in the RS ascertainnment,
conmput ati on, assessnent and col |l ection of the revenue, to wit:
i ncone taxes, all in violation of Title 18, United States
Code, Section 371.

The I ndictnment goes on to allege in Count One what
are called the manner and neans of the alleged conspiracy or
unl awf ul agreenent and al so a nunber of so-called overt acts;
that is to say, transactions or events allegedly carried out
by one or nore of the alleged conspirators in an effort to
acconplish the charged conspiracy objective, nanely, the
collection of the revenue by the Internal Revenue Service.

And this is, as | said before, an all eged conspiracy offense
to defraud the United States, in violation of Title 18, United
St ates Code, Section 371

Then in Count Two of the Indictnment the second

charge i s made agai nst each of the three defendants, and it

al l eges that on or about April 11 of 2001, in Lake County, in
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the Mddle District of Florida and el sewhere, the three
defendants -- M. Snipes, M. Kahn, and M. Rosile -- did
knowi ngly make and present or cause to be nade and presented a
fraudul ent claimfor paynent upon and agai nst the
United States by presenting to the Treasury Departnent,
Internal Revenue Service, an agency of the United States, a
false, fictitious and fraudulent claim

Specifically, the defendants, it is alleged or
stated in the Indictnent, presented to the Internal Revenue
Service an anended federal incone tax return for the
defendant, M. Snipes, for the tax year 1997 wherein a claim
for an income tax refund in the amount of $7, 360, 755 was nade
knowi ng, it is charged, such claimto be false, fictitious and
fraudulent. This is said in the Indictnment to have been a
violation of Title 18, United States Code, Section 287, a
so-cal l ed fal se clai magai nst the governnment charge.

And then finally in Counts Three through Ei ght,

i nclusive and respectively, the Indictnent charges only

M. Snipes. M. Kahn and M. Rosile are not charged or
included in Counts Three through Eight. And in those counts
it is alleged, or charged, as against M. Snipes that he was,
during the cal endar years 1999 through 2004, inclusive and
respectively, a resident of Wndernere, in Orange County,
Florida, that he had received gross incone substantially in

excess of the mininumfiling amounts established by |aw for
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each such year, and that he was, it is charged, required by
|l aw to make an incone tax return to the Internal Revenue
Service specifying the items of his gross incone and any
deductions or the like to which he was entitled. However, it
is alleged, well knowing all of the foregoing, the defendant,
M. Snipes, did willfully fail to nake an inconme tax return
for such years to the Internal Revenue Service.

And it is charged that the failure to file a tax
return for each of those years, 1999 through 2004, each year
constituting a separate count or separate alleged offense in
the Indictnent, was a violation of Title 26, United States
Code, Section 7203, comonly referred to as a failure to file
of f ense.

Now, those in sumary are the allegations of the
Indictnent. | reiterate that each of the defendants has
entered a plea of not guilty with respect to any offense with
which he is charged, and he is, therefore, presunmed by the | aw
to be innocent or not guilty of that offense, the burden of
proof being upon the United States.

So let me begin now ny questioning of you by asking
each of you whether for whatever reason any of you may have
some preconcei ved opinion or conviction in opposition to any
of the basic principles of law that you' ve heard ne state
al ready as being applicable to this case. And | refer to the

principle that the Indictnent is not evidence of guilt; that
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t he defendant upon entering a plea of not guilty, as in this
case, is presuned or assunmed by the law to be not guilty; that
because of the presunption of innocence the defendant is not
required by the law to produce any evidence or to undertake to
prove his innocence in any way; that instead the exclusive
burden of proof or burden of persuasion in the case is upon
the prosecution, that is, the United States, to prove the
charge, or charges, nade in the |ndictnment beyond any
reasonabl e doubt before a defendant nay be found guilty of an
of fense or, indeed, to our systemof trial by jury itself. |If
any of you oppose any of those concepts, please raise your
hand now. Anybody? All right.

Understand, | adies and gentlenen, as | do go forward
aski ng you questions, including that one, that it is your
solemm responsibility to raise your hand clearly and
distinctly so that | can see it, nake a note of it, perhaps

ask a followup question, if necessary. Oherw se, each of

you will be shown by the record, which is being made here, to
have given a "no" or a negative answer to ny question.
M. ONeill, would you introduce yourself --

MR. O NEILL: Yes, sir.

THE COURT: -- please, to the nenbers of the pane
and those seated with you at counsel table?

MR. O NEILL: Yes, Your Honor. Good norning,

everybody. M/ nane is Robert O Neill. Together with
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M. Mrris and M. MLellan, we will be the prosecutors
representing the United States in this case.

Al so seated at counsel table to ny imediate left is
Canmeron Lalli and to ny right Gary Graf, both Special Agents
with the Internal Revenue Service, Crimnal |nvestigations.
And they have assisted in the investigation and will assist in
the presentation of evidence in an expeditious manner. Thank
you.

THE COURT: Al right. Thank you.

M. Bernhoft, would you do the sane, please?

MR. BERNHOFT: Yes. Thank you, Judge.

Good norning, |adies and gentlenen. M nane is Bob
Bernhoft. Wth nme at counsel table representing M. Snipes is
attorney Linda Mreno.

M5. MORENO  Good norni ng.

MR, BERNHOFT: To M. Snipes immediate left is
attorney Robert Barnes; M. Dan Meachum co-counsel in this
case --

MR, MEACHUM  Good norni ng.

In a civil case where one party or private citizen
or corporation is suing soneone el se generally for a noney
judgnent for damages to provi de conpensation for persona
injury or perhaps sonme comrercial |oss of sonme kind, a civil
di sagreenment or dispute, the law requires the plaintiff, that
is, the party making the claimor bringing the action, to
prove his, her or its case by what's known as a preponderance
of the evidence, sonetines referred to as the greater weight
of the evidence, which is defined in npst instances to nmean
evi dence which is sufficient to persuade the jury that what
the plaintiff is alleging or clainng to have happened is nore
likely so or nore likely true than not true, in which event

the plaintiff is entitled to prevail in the case.
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If the evidence is equally bal anced or, indeed,
favors the defendant, then, of course, the defendant is
entitled to prevail in the case. But the standard is a
preponderance of the evidence which wei ghs nore heavily for
the plaintiff than the defendant.

On the other hand, in a crimnal prosecution, such
as this one, as |'ve already stated and will explain nore
fully at the end of the trial, the law requires the state or,
in this instance, the United States -- that is, the
prosecution -- to prove a crimnal charge beyond any
reasonabl e doubt, which is obviously a heavier or stricter
standard than the one that applies in civil cases.

And those of you especially who have served in civil
cases in the past need to understand that there is that
i mportant distinction between civil disputes, on the one hand,
and crimnal prosecutions on the other as it relates to what
we call the burden of persuasion or the burden of proof.

And | will have sone nore instructions about that
|ater on. But for now, you should know that the standard that
applies in a crininal case with respect to the proof that the
United States nust produce is a heavier or stricter standard
than one that applies in a civil case.

It states that on Decenber 15 of 1971, you were
hired by the Executive Branch of governnment as a civi
servant.

The oath on that formis found at Title 5 of the
U S. Code, Section 3331, and states in pertinent part, An
i ndi vidual, except the President, elected or appointed to an
of fice of honor or profit in the Cvil Service or uniform
services shall take the following oath. That's the end of the
quot e.

You stated on the court record in a previous hearing
prior to me getting this docunent that you were not a ci Vi
servant. However, your appointnent affidavit states
ot herw se.

As a civil servant you're an administrative judge,
not an Article Ill judge. As an admnistrative judge you have
no authority to try or sentence us w thout our consent as you
have no judicial power.

The bottomline is this: You, Magistrate Gary
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Jones, the prosecuting attorneys, and the U. S. Marshals all
have one thing in common: You all signed a Standard Form 61.
You all received a Cvil Service conmi ssion, which nmeans you
all work for the Executive Branch of governnent. There is no
separation of power and hence no inpartiality.

W are entitled to an inpartial and i ndependent
Article Ill judge. | have stated by affidavit that | wll
consent and agree to be tried in an Article Il court before
an Article 1l judge.

Conversely, | will not consent and will object and
protest to any attenpt to try me in a non Article Il court
before a non Article 111 judge.

Nunber two. Judge Hodges, when you were hired, you
took two oaths to uphold and defend the Constitution of the
United States. That includes defending Americans fromoverly
aggr essi ve governnent agents.

The Fourth Amendnent of the Constitution states in

pertinent part, No warrant shall issue but upon probabl e cause

supported by oath or affirmation, end of the quote.

There are no affidavits of probable cause on the
court record. There is no oath or affirmation on the court
record.

The Assistant U S. Attorney, Scotland Mrris, even
brazenly admitted in a letter to Mchael N elsen that there

were no such docunents in existence.
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That begs the question, if those docunents are
required for an arrest warrant to issue, how did the arrest
warrant issue wthout then

The U. S. Suprenme Court stated in G ordanello versus
U.S. in talking about Federal Rules of Crimnal Procedure
Rules 3 and 4, quote, Crimnal rules 3 and 4 provide that an
arrest warrant shall be issued only upon a witten and sworn
conpl ai nt, nunber one, setting forth the essential facts
constituting the offense charged and, two, showing that there
is probabl e cause to believe that such an offense has been

comm tted and the defendant has commtted it, end of the

quot e.

Just down a little bit further it says, quote,
Agai n, hence, Rule 3 was adopted to fulfill the oath
requi rement of the Fourth Amendrment. In U S. versus

Astrobal -Herrera, it quotes, Apparently the governnment and its
agents do not fully appreciate or care to conply with Rule 3
of the Federal Rules of Criminal Procedure and its
requi rements that conplaints made -- be nade under oath before
a Magistrate. |Indeed, there is such inportance and
significance attached to the oath requirenent that a conpl ai nt
not so sworn is subject to dismssal, end of quote.

Back to G ordanello versus U S. Quote: There the
Court pointed out that Rules 3 and 4 were to be read so as to

afford Fourth Amendnent protection. Bearing this in mnd, we
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hold that the requirenents of Rule 3 and 4 nmust be strictly
conplied with so as to preclude the nischief which would
result if arrest warrants were issued on |ess than substanti al
grounds. Casual accusations cannot be a basis for denying a
person his liberty.

The crininal process of the Court shall be invoked
only if the conplaining party goes before an officer having
power to order persons conmitted for offenses against the
United States. Before such an officer the conpl ai nant shall
swear to the allegations of his conplaint.

The inportance of personal appearance is apparent
both fromthe Fourth Anmendnment and Rule 4. The officer
recei ving the conplaint nmust make a determ nation of probable
cause. And in the event he finds probable cause, he is
requi red under Rule 4 to issue crininal process, i.e., to
order the person of the accused seized.

Prior to his exercising this power, the issuing
officer is required to personally exam ne the conplaint -- the
conplainant with regard to both the information contained in
the conplaint and the source of that information, end of the
quot e.

According to U . S. Attorney Mrris, none of the
requi red docunents according to the U S. Suprene Court and the
Constitution of the United States of America exist. The

G ordanell o court stated that they nust be there to invoke the
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crimnal process of the court.

So the question is: By what authority has this
Court's jurisdiction been invoked? | believe the Court is
totally without authority to proceed absent the aforenentioned
docunent s.

Judge Hodges, as you're aware, |'ve been trying
since June of 2007 to hire conpetent, effective and qualified
assi stance of counsel of my choice. | have contacted 40 | aw
firms, 33 by letter, and seven were contacted by phone. They
all advertise that they handl e federal criminal cases. Four
responded with "no, thank you"; 35, no answer at all. Only
your nman, M chael N elsen, said yes. But he has refused to
answer the questions that | have posed to himregarding
conpet ency, effectiveness and qualifications.

| have asked himfor a copy of his license to
practice law in Florida. He could only produce a bar
menbership card. However, the Florida Suprene Court in the
Fl orida Bar versus Martin case stated that you nust be a
nmenber of the bar and have a license to practice law. Thus,
he is not qualified and, in fact, is committing a third-degree
felony by practicing, as are the U S. Attorneys if they can't
produce a |license either, and | do not believe that they have
one.

Let's see. [Excuse ne.

(Pause.)
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DEFENDANT KAHN: The U.S. Code, the law that is
bei ng used to prosecute us, is private copyrighted law. |
cannot use it for ny defense.

Nunber five. The question | have is: Can any
sanction be inposed on M. Snipes, M. Rosile, or nyself
absent proof of jurisdiction on the record? | have seen no
proof of jurisdiction on the record, and | do not believe that
any exist.

According to the U S. Suprene Court in Stanton
versus A sen, it says no sanction can be inposed absent proof
of jurisdiction.

My conclusion is this: Since you' re an officer
wor ki ng for the Executive Branch of governnment, not an
Article Ill judge with judicial power, since there is no
crimnal conplaint with supporting oath or affirmation, and no
af fidavits of probable cause as required by the Fourth
Amendnment to invoke the Court's -- if it was an Article |11
court -- crimnal process, since we have not been accused of
violating an act of Congress but, rather, a private
copyrighted law that | cannot use in ny defense, and since
there is no proof of jurisdiction on the record, and since |
have not been able to hire conpetent, effective and qualified
assi stance of counsel to consult with nme regarding this
matter, | will not accept your offer to adjudicate anything

concerning nme as your appointnent affidavit proves that you
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are not an Article Il judge, and | have a right to be heard
by one.

THE COURT: Anobng those that | might be inclined to
extend the voir dire exam nation concerning pretrial publicity
is M. David Scott, Juror Number 64, who is in position nunber
32.

M. Scott, however, also asked to be excused on the
basis that he is self-enployed in the flooring business with
enpl oyees who are dependent upon himfor their livelihood, and
he, hinself, would have difficulty serving, he says, because
of the nature of his business.

Under the circunstances | might be inclined to
excuse M. Scott for cause, although it's close.

Does anyone object? What does the government say to
nmy excusing M. Scott?

MR. O NEILL: No objection, Your Honor.

THE COURT: Al right. Does the defense agree that
M. Scott should be further exami ned with respect to his
exposure to adverse pretrial publicity?

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Simlarly, Juror Number 5 -- or in position nunber
5, M. diver, has a trip planned to Biloxi, he says, in
February, and | do not regard that that's a sufficient
hardship to justify excusing for cause.

Simlarly, with respect to juror in position nunber
14, M. Wller, he planned to assist his wife, if | understood
him in noving fromVirginia on February the 14th and days
foll owi ng, but she's not a disabled person, and it does not
seemto ne that that rises to the | evel of excusal for cause.

Simlarly as to juror in position nunber 10,
Ms. Hol tsclaw, she has a vacation schedul ed for the period
February the 2nd through the 9th, and I don't think that rises
to the level of being excused for cause either.

M. Lazinsk, position nunber 11, clainms hardship in
his enpl oynent, but | amnot convinced that it rises to the
| evel of being an excuse for cause, as he described it.

MR, WLSON:. Your Honor? I'msorry. May | with
respect to M. Lazinsk, if we're going to be discussing it,
| -- 1 have in ny notes that he said in response to one of the
Court's inquiries that he could not be fair. | don't know
whet her the Court wants to discuss that.

THE COURT: Well, indeed, | do, because if he said
that, | didn't hear it.

Does soneone el se have the sane recoll ection?

M5. MORENG: Yes, Your Honor.
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MR. O NEILL: M note shows, Your Honor, that he
said he might have a problem being fair.

THE COURT: |1'll excuse himfor cause. Does anyone
wi sh to object?

MR, BARNES: We would object to -- we would ask for
nore follow up questions, Your Honor, to find out what he
nmeant by that because it wasn't clear. He just said he
t hought he m ght not be able to be fair on fraud.

My intent is to conduct individual voir dire,
sequestered voir dire of Salisbury, Scott, Lewis, Hoppe and
Cannaday and resume in the general questioning of replacenent
veni remen when we excuse those who have been excused thus far
for cause. And, of course, we're still open to future
chal | enges for cause when we finish the voir dire.
